Taking Church with You 
 

Summer is here.  And that means… outside!  Going 
to the lake.  Sitting on the porch.  Outdoor tables at 
restaurants.  Watching baseball and soccer games.  
Working in the garden.  Life gets easier and slower 
and mobile. 
 
I know that the season is short and on weekends 
Immanuel people find themselves at cabins and 
sporting events and vacation sites.  It’s harder to get 
to 104 Snelling Ave. on weekends.  Any given 
Sunday we have Immanuel people all over the 
country… or world.  But I also know that you are 
active, faithful Christians, who care deeply about 
worship, community and Sabbath.   
 
So why not take church with you?  This summer the 
Education Committee, Adult Ed task group and the staff are working together to provide “Mobile Church” - A 
chance to have church wherever you find yourself this summer.   
 
You can pick up a mobile church bag at the church building.  You can take it for a week or a month or the whole 
summer.  In the bag you’ll find everything you need to create a worship during Sunday morning pancake 
breakfast… or while sitting on the dock… or camping... or at grandma’s.   
 
Each week we’ll post a mobile church guide in pdf form on the website (ilcsp.org). You can download it to your 
phone or tablet or print it off before you leave for the weekend.  Each week’s church guide will include opening 
and closing prayers, a Bible reading, a few “wondering questions,” and devotional activities for both wiggly 
bodies and not so wiggly bodies.  The resources you’ll need for the activities can be found in the mobile church 
bag.   
 
This is the first year we ‘ve tried this, so we’ll need your input.  Let us know what works and what doesn’t.  We’ll 
continue to adapt the guides each week, to make the experience of “church away from church” one that helps 
you connect with Jesus and with each other during the summer.   
 
And since we are church together, we’re starting a Facebook page to share questions and insights (and a few 
pictures of “church on the dock” or “church at the breakfast table.”) Was there something in the reading that 
inspired you?  Did your grandson have an idea you’d like to share?  Would you like help thinking through a 
question?  Or would you just like to say, “Thank you God!” for the world you are in?    Let us know on the mobile 
church Facebook page. 
 
I look forward to our summer together at Immanuel on Snelling – one service, a variety of music, at least 2 
baptisms, a chance to discover what God has to say to us in community.  And this year I am also looking forward 
to dozens of places that Immanuel’s worship will happen outside of the church.  If you can’t be here.  You can still 
be church!

9 Council Update ð May 15th, 2018 
 

 

Joe Dufresne opened the meeting. For devotion this month, Pastor Cindy led us in lectio Divina on Luke 24: 46-
49. This is the text right before the Ascension of Jesus. 
 
The following is a summary of the council meeting: 
¶ Joe provided an update of the Executive Plus at-large Council Members (Exec Plus) meeting, which was 

focused on developing a communication strategy to ensure that the Council and congregation is kept 
apprised of the progress of the transition to Vision-focused Leadership.  

¶ Charter Committee chairs Kelley Wells and Doug Wangensteen reported on the progress of the 
committee. The primary reason for creating the charters is to more clearly define what each committee 
does, and how (at a high level) they do it. Kelley and Doug reported that the committee has created a 
charter template. The next steps will be to pilot a couple charters to see if the format works. 

¶ Jeff Engelking provided a budget deficit update. We recently received additional funds for the O’Neil 
bequest that can be used to cover the $12,000 budget shortfall for 2018. As a result, we don’t expect to 
need the Paulsen bequest funds to shore up the budget this year. However, we still have a systemic 
budget shortfall that needs to be addressed. 

¶ We are still tweaking with the Council meeting format. After dropping from 90 minutes down to 60, we 
are bumping it back up to 75 minutes, to ensure we have enough time for discussion. We’re also going to 
add a monthly update from one committee where they can share a success, discuss a future project, etc.  

 
The Official minutes of each Council meeting can be obtained at the church office. If you have any questions or 
comments please contact Joe Dufresne, Congregation President (joe@dufresne.us, 612.840.6498), or any 
Council member. The Council meets at 7:00pm in the Gathering Space on the third Tuesday of every month, 
except in July.
